2. Tuition fees are generally calculated on a per paper (module/course/unit) basis and the actual fees will depend on the number of papers taken and the
category from which the paper selection is made, e.g., Business degrees will cost more overall if they include Science papers; Science degrees will
cost less overall if they include Business or Humanities and Social Sciences papers.
